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Two Year Old Policy
Policy statement

This Policy represents the agreed principles for two year olds throughout the Pre-School. All staff representing Windmill Pre-School Ivinghoe has agreed this policy.

At Windmill we strive for best practice through providing the highest quality education and care for all children. We aim to offer a warm welcome for each individual child and their family. We aim to provide a caring and warm environment within which all children can develop and learn through their play.

How children play, communicate and learn provide important clues regarding their development.  The developmental goals/milestones are what children achieve by a certain age. Windmill Pre-School do developmental checks on all of the children where possible by the time they are 2years and six months.

The Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) requires that parents and carers must be supplied with a summary of their child’s development and learning in the three Prime Areas of the EYFS. These are: Personal, Social and Emotional Development, Physical Development and Communication and Language Development. This should be completed when the child is aged between 24-36mnths.

The aims of the progress check are to:

· Review a Childs learning a development in the three prime areas.

· Share information with the parents, and family at a suitable time.

· To enable Windmill Pre-School and the key person to understand the Childs needs and plan experiences and activities to meet them.

· To identify areas where the child is progressing well and identify any areas where progress is less than expected.

· To plan and implement any actions the Pre-School intends to address regarding developmental concerns. (Including working with other outside agencies and professional where required).

The progress check will:

· Be completed by the key person who knows the child well and who works directly with the child in the setting. Theses check is completed from ongoing observations carried out as part of best practice.

· It will be based on knowledge, skills, understanding and behaviour that the child demonstrates consistently and independently.

· Taking account of parental views and comments.

· Taking into account other practitioners observations where relevant.
Windmill Pre-school progress check will:

· Be easy to read and avoid unfamiliar jargon, terminology or acronyms we will provide translation if required.
· Present a truthful and sensitive reflection of what the child can do and any achievements’ to date.

· Identify areas where the child may be progressing at a slower pace than expected.

· To recognise that parents are the Childs first educator and that they have an in depth knowledge of their child. By incorporating their comments and observations and explaining how this information will be used to support their Childs learning a development in the setting.

· The EYFS requires that the progress check is carried out when child is age two, this includes any child that starts at the setting between the ages 24-36mnths. Practitioners will discuss and come to an agreement with parents when is the appropriate time to provide the check. 

· The factors that must be considered are: The setting will allow time for the child to settle in this will enable their key person and other staff to build knowledge of the child and their development and interests.

· Should a family and the child have a period where there has been bereavement or significant event in the family the check may be delayed.

Children attending one or more settings: 

In the case of a child attending another setting the two settings will liaise with each other to provide an accurate check.  

Preparing the check for a child with identified needs or disabilities:

If the progress check is for a child with an identified disability or medical need the setting will take into if the child is already being supported by other professionals. The setting will agree with parents how to use the views and contributions of other professionals.

The focus will be on the positives of what the child can do, also their individual characteristics and development to date.

Information sharing:

Windmill Pre-School will include into the child induction process the sharing of both the Childs health visitor details.

The Progress check is a statutory requirement of the EYFS, Windmill Pre-school will seek the consent of parents to share information from the check with any outside relevant professionals.
